Water pipeline going in

Construction began in Murrurundi of the 40km water
pipeline, due to be completed in 2020. The pipeline
project is estimated to cost $14.2 million, with over $13
million in funding provided by the NSW Government’s
Restart NSW Water Security for Regions program.
